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Warning from Christ  in Matt 7:18 - 21 "You will know them by their fruits. Not  everyone who says to me 'Lord, Lord' will enter the kingdom of heaven, but the one  who does the will of my Father who is in heaven." Please take warning from His words!     There are  two people , professing to be Christians, standing side by side. They both  went to church and seemed to be nice people, yet one went to heaven and the other  went to hell. You see, one was truly repentant and broken over his sins against a holy  God. He then  willingly surrendered his life and lovingly obeyed the Lordship of Jesus  Christ. The other did indeed confess Jesus as Lord, however he clearly only wanted Him  for fire insurance and not as his Master. This became evident by the lack of conforming  his lif e in obedience to Jesus Christ.     Please realize  that God is not looking for just mere words of accepting Christ...as  though it is some little formula. He is looking for a broken and contrite heart willing to  surrender a life of complete obedience to Jesus  Christ. (Psalm 51:17)     You are either a slave to sin or a slave to Christ. Which are you?     Is He not  worthy  of your true repentance and obedience? We have sinned against the  Lord countless times with our lying, lusting, stealing, disrespectfully using His  name (ie:  Oh my G...). He sees our lusting as adultery and the times we've hated someone He  sees as murder. We are utterly guilty and without excuse!     Think about it : Jesus Christ willingly humbled Himself and came to this earth: to be  hated, spat upon, be aten, crucified and to endure the wrath of God for such unworthy,  sinful people like us. “The righteous suffered for the unrighteous”  -  1 Peter 3:18.     You must be willing to take your position on the cross and crucify your own life and  desires as Christ wa s crucified for you. Did you bury your worldly desires in the grave?  Has the world been crucified to you? "And those who belong to Christ Jesus have  crucified the flesh with its passions and desires."  -  Gal 5:24.     Are you willing to truly obey Christ knowi ng that you must also be crucified?     You cannot be raised with Christ unless you are first buried with HIM. It is NOT a matter  of just believing.....even the demons believe. “You believe that there is one God. You do  well. Even the demons believe - and tremb le!”  -  James 2:19

This does not mean that one becomes sinless, however there will be a HATRED toward sin and a constant desire for righteousness! True repentance brings changed living.

Ask yourself: Does my life honor Christ? Does my life display holiness? Do my desires match God's desires? Does my life reveal hypocrisy?





Examine yourselves, to see whether you are in the faith. Whoever does not bear his own cross and come after me cannot be my disciple.....count the cost.
